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“Can we say that Western Balkans countries will be the collateral victims in case of a rejection of the Lisbon Treaty? To some extend, yes, and the term “collateral victims” is even more justified because, in my opinion, unfortunately, the Lisbon Treaty does not bring the institutional answers that some would like to see into it. (00:28) 
We can even wonder if, for some EU Member states, the failure of the Lisbon Treaty would not be more of an excuse to justify their preexisting refusal or their reluctance towards enlargement because they fear any enlargement will lead to weaken the ambitions of the EU.
If the Lisbon Treaty is not ratified, it will be the worst case scenario for the Western Balkan countries but if it is ratified, it is only one obstacle less, but it does not mean that the political will of a certain number of member States will not remain weak regarding further enlargement.” (1:13)
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
